Request to Conduct Animal Research on the ASU Campus Under a Non-ASU Protocol

Arizona State University, Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee

As part of an effort to reduce unnecessary duplication of programmatic oversight, the ASU IACUC allows investigators from other institutions to conduct research on the ASU campuses under a protocol approved by their home institution.  
However, to assure sufficient oversight of animal-related research being performed on the ASU campuses and to assure the well-being of all animals being used on the ASU campuses, the ASU IACUC requires that such projects (1) include the use of ASU facilities in their home institution protocol, (2) identify an ASU collaborator that is familiar with requirements for the use of animals in research at ASU, and (3) complete this request form and submit it along with the approved protocol from the home institution to the ASU IACUC office .

The request will be reviewed by the ASU IACUC through the Designated Reviewer process.   The review of requests should take 1-2 weeks, but it could be longer for more complicated requests.  Approval of this request is effective for the duration listed in Item I. below but will not exceed 6 months.
